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When an ant die, other ans move the dead insect out. Sometimes, the dead ants get moved away
very soon-—within an hour of dying. This behavior i ineresting o scentists, who wonder how ants know
forsure—and 50 soon—thatanother ant i dead.

One scienist recently came up with a way 1o explain this ant behavior. Dong-Fwan Choe is &
biologist. Choe found that Argentine an have a chemical on the outide of ther bodies that signals o
otherant, “'m dead—take me avay.”

Bt theres  twist 1 Choe's discovery. Choe saystha th living ants—not just he dead ones —have
this death chemical. In other words, whie an ant crawls around, perhaps in a picic or home, it telling
other antstht ' dead.

What keeps anis from dragging away the living anis? Choe found that Argentine ants have two
additional chemicals on theirbodies, and these tel nearby ans something like, “Wait—I'm not dead yet ™
So Choe's research tumed up two sets of chemical signas i ants: one says, “I'm dead.” and the ther set
says, “T'm not dead yer” 4

Otherscientiss have red to igur out how ants know when another ant is dead.If an an i knocked
unconscious, for example, otherants leave it alone i it wakes up. That means anis know tha unmoving
ants can il e alive.

Choe suspects that when an Argentine ant dies, the chemical that says “Wait- ' not dead yet”
quickly goes away. Once thatchemical is gone, oy the one tha says “I'm dead" is let. I’ because the
dead ant no longer smells like a lving ant that i gets carried o th graveyard, not because it body reeases
ew unique chemicals aflr death.” stid Choe. When other ants detct the “dead" chemical without the
“not dead yet” chermicl,thy drag away the body.

Understanding this behavior may help scientss figure out how to stop Argentin s from invading
e places and causing problems. Choe would like o find a way 10 use the newly discovered chemicals to
spread ant Kilr to Argentine ant nsts.

The ants’ removal behavior s imporant to the overall heath of the nest. “Being able 1o quickly
remove dead individuals and other possible sources of discase is xtremely important (0 allanimals lving
in societies,including us” says Choe. “Think about llthe effot and money that we invest daly n waste
