Cold weather can be hard on pets, just like it can be hard on people. Sometimes owners forget that their cats are just as used to the warm shelter (住所) as they are. 68. B细节推断题。根据文章第六段第一句“by providing different feedback about herself other than just…”可以得知：这个项目可以提供Emily的妈妈一些关于她孩子不同的反馈，而不是仅仅只依赖同学的评价来评估Emily的自我价值。选B：一个评估Emily的新方法。

69. C细节推断题。根据文章第七段最后一句“because sometimes it’s all work and no play.”

Sarah想要通过参加这个项目来找些事儿做，因为有时候生活充满了工作而没有放松。A她曾经是一个志愿者；B她需要一份兼职；C她感觉生活有点无趣；D她想要获得一份有挑战性的工作。所以选C。

70.C推理判断题。由文章的第一段可知这个项目可以为这些孩子提供玩伴和乐趣。再由文章的第三段可以得知，这个项目可以为孩子们提高自尊，自信和生活方向。再由文章的第五段可以得知，Emily在学校很难被同学接受。综上分析，可以得出vulnerable young people是C：情感上容易受挫折的孩子。

74. F　上一句的men的喜好和本项的women的喜好形成对比关系。

75. A　由该段的were healthy main…be good for you可知选A项。

短文改错

1. want后加to。want to do sth，固定搭配，“想做某事”。

2. them→ it。依据前后文，前句说的是a chocolate cake，可数名词单数，后边的代词显然应用it而不是them。

3. where→ which/that或去掉where。此为定语从句，修饰先行词place，place在定语从句中作find的宾语。故用关系代词which/that或省略where。

4. other → others。不定代词other指另一个，而others指另一些，此处应指别人。又如：Some of the students are sweeping the floor and others are cleaning the desks.一些学生在扫地，其他一些学生在擦桌子。

5. busy前的is→ was。此题考查动词的时态。Hs said he was busy.一句中，主句是一般过去时，从句中的谓语部分，应用一般过去时。

6. making→ made。本句缺少谓语，需要把现在分词making改为make的一般过去式形式made。

7. angrily→angry。此处形容词作宾补。

8. 去掉on。one night一天夜里(时间状语)，其前介词on不需要。

9. loudly→ loud。loudly是副词修饰动词，如：Speak loudly. 大声说。此处修饰名词music, 应用形容词。

10. difference→ different。把此处的名词形式改为形容词形式different，形容词与系动词一起构成系表结构。
