Every Christmas, the giant tree in Rockefeller Center sparkles with thousands of lights.
From the beginning, when construction workers raised the first one during the depths of the
Depression, it has been a symbol of hope. Diana Abad, like most Americans, loved that tree.

In 1999, Diana was writing her will. The 33-year—old woman from New York, was diagnosed
with leukemia ([ ) and wanted to put her things in order. Doctors told her she had nine
months to live. Her slim chance for survival lay in finding a bone marrow () donor. The
most likely source for a match is always among relatives—but her family was tested and there
was none.

Then one day a year later, she got a call from the hospital saying that out of the four
million people enrolled in the National Marrow Donor Program Registry, there was only one
match.
