Teenagers who often eat fish may be doing their brains some good, &
new study suggests. Swedish researchers found that among nearly 5000
15-year-old teenagers they surveyed, those who eat fish more than once a
week are likely to score (784}) higher on intelligence (& 7} tests three
years later. The findings show that fish may indeed be brain food.

Researchers helicve that fish — especially oily fish are imporiant to early brain development
(BEZF) and to keeping hoalthy brain function in life. The findings are based on data ( HE) from
4792 teenagers swho answered. questions o food and Hestyle when they were 15 years old. And when
they were 18, they had an intelligence test.

The study team found, those who ate fish more than once a week usually scored higher than
those who ate fish less. The researchers also studied several other factors that influence ()
both children’s diets and their intelligence scores ~— like parents’ education levels (#& KF)

“These findings are important,” Aberg, the head of the team, said, “because the study was
carried out between the age of 15 and 18, when educational achievements ( F{3%) can help to
shape the rest of a young person’s life. ”
