When students and parents are asked to rate subject according to their importance, the arts are unavoidably at the bottom of the list. Music in nice, people seem to say ,but not important. Too often it is viewed as more entertainment, but certainly not an education priority(优先）. This view is shortsighted. In fact ,music education is beneficial and important for all students.

Music tells us who we are. Because music is an expression of the beings who create it, it reflect their thinking and values, as well as the social environment it came from. Rock music represents a lifestyle just as surely as does a Schubert song. The jazz influence that George Gershwin and other musician introduced into their music is obviously American because it came from American musical traditions. Music expresses our character and values. It gives us identity as a society.

Music provides a kind of perception(感知）that cannot be acquired any other way. Science can explain how the sun rises and sets. The arts explore the emotive (情感的）meaning of the same phenomenon. We need every possible way to discover and respond to our world for one of simple but powerful reason: No one way can get it all.

The arts are forms of thought as powerful in what they communicate as mathematical and scientific symbols. They are ways we human beings "talk" to each other. They are the language of civilization through which we express our fears, our curiosities, our hungers, our discoveries, our hopes. The arts are ways we give form to our ideas and imagination so that they can be shared with others. When we do not give children access to an important way of expressing themselves such as music, we take away from them the meanings that music expresses.

 Science and technology do not tell us what is means to be human. The arts do. Music is an important way we express human suffering, celebration, the meaning and value of peace and love.

So music education is far more necessary than people seem to realize.

Andrew Ritchie, inventor of the Brompton folding bicycle, once said that the perfect portable bike would be "like a magic carpet…. You could fold it up and into your pocket or handbag ". Then he paused: "But you'll always be limited by the size of the wheels. And so far no one has invented a folding wheel."

It was a rare--indeed unique--occasion when I was able to put Ritchie right. A 19th-century inventor, William Henry James Grout, did in fact design a folding wheel. His bike, predictably named the Grout Portable, and a flame that spilt into two and a large wheel that could be separated into four pieces. All the bits fitted into Grout's Wonderful Bag, a leather case.

Grout's aim: to solve the problems of carrying a bike on a train. Now doesn't that sound familiar? Grout intended to find a way of making a bike small enough for train travel: his bike was a huge beast. And importantly, the design of early bicycle gave him an advantage: in Grout's day , tyres were soild, which made the business of splitting a wheel into four separate parts relatively simple. You couldn't do the same with a wheel fitted with a one--piece inflated(充气的) tyre.

So, in a 21st-century context, is the idea of the folding wheel dead? It is not. A British design engineer, Duncan Fitzsimons, has developed a wheel that can be squashed into something like a slender ellipse (椭圆）. Throughout, the tyre remains inflated.

Will the young Fitzsimons's folding wheel make it into production? I haven't the foggiest idea. But his inventiveness shows two things. First, people have been saying for more than a century that bike design has reached its limit, except for gradual advances. It's as silly a concept now as it was 100 years ago: there's plenty still to go to for. Second ,it is in the field of folding bike that we are the most interesting inventions. You can buy a folding bike for less than £1,000 that can be knocked down so small that it can be carried on a plane--minus wheels, of course-as hand baggage.

Folding wheels would make all manner of things possible. Have we yet got the magic carpet of 

Andrew Ritchie's imagination? No. But it's progress.

Latin, the language of the Romans, had many words that expressed this view. Some words we use today still have this meaning. The Latin word “dexter” means “right”. The English word “dexterous” comes from this word. It means “handy” (clever with hands). So, right is handy. But the Latin word for left is “sinister”. One reason may be that there are not as many left-handed people as there are right-handed people. There is one left-handed person for every five right-handed ones.
