Teaching Procedures
Step 1 Greeting

  Hello, boys and girls. Nice to meet you!

Step 2 Presentation

1. T: Today, I want to introduce a new friend to you. Look, this boy is Tom, he is going to go to school, but he can’t find his schoolbag. He says: “Where’s my schoolbag?” Now, let’s help him. First, let’s go into Tom’s home. 
2. On the screen show a picture of Tom’s house.  T: What can you see in Tom’s room? 
Step 3 Teach the new words
1. Learn the new words on the first page of Unit 4.
2. Word game: Show the pictures on the screen with no words. Get student to speak out their names.

3. Do 1a.

4. Teacher does some actions to learn the prepositions in / on /under.

Step 4 Practice Conversations
1. Get the students to look at the balls on the screen. Learn the new sentences.

Where is the ball?  It’s on the box.
Where is the ball?  It’s under the box.

Where is the ball?  It’s in the box.

2. Practice: Look at some pictures and practice the similar conversations.

3. Look at more pictures and learn new conversations:

Where are the…?   They are …
4. Practice with a picture with many things in both singular and plural forms.
5. Use some real objects to practice the conversation.

6. Ask students to work in pairs and show their own conversations.
Step 5 Listening
Do 1b and check the answers. 
Step 6 Summary
  This class we learned so many new things. Such as table, bed, bookcase, sofa. We can also ask and answer about where things are. Look, where is my pencil? It’s…. As we know, if we put things here and there, we may not find them quickly. So we should put our things neatly. Everyone should form such a good habit. Come on!
