I recently read about an athlete who made it all the way to the Olympics even though he didn’t like his chosen sport. Many people committed their entire life to seeking one tiny, yet powerful sentence—I’m proud of you. At some point we all have someone we want to please, whose approval means the world to us.

I have an extremely clear memory of the person I wanted approval from, the kind of memory that stays entirely clear. I had parroted someone’s opinion about buying a Canadian soda. “We should really support our own economy,” I, a ten-year-old child, said. I had no idea what that meant, but I was looked at with approval, and my heart felt warm. It felt so good.

I loved that feeling. The approval of my hero. It was nothing like the Olympic athlete, but I made some very big decisions based on what might make them proud. I was hugely affected by wanting their approval.

Four months ago this person removed me from their life. It hurt a lot. However, in life there is rarely hurt without growth. I recently reflected on myself and my behavior since then and noticed something—I feel free.

This realization made me see how often I was modifying myself according to the thought, “what would they think?” It was shockingly frequent. This person had become a typical example of all kinds of people, and I’d been constantly avoiding judgment. I suddenly felt like I’d been a stupid version of myself my whole life!

Yes, I’d been using the desire for approval as an unconscious excuse for hiding now as I never really believe in myself. Are you hiding? I hid in approval-seeking. But remember: it’s okay to not be accepted. In fact, you will never be accepted. If you finally gain the approval that was so dearly wanted, it will be lost from someone else. (Yourself, likely) You will also miss out on connecting with people who really do see you, and who think you kick ass(了不起的人).

The Greenland ice sheet is likely to be more vulnerable(易受伤害的) to global warming than previously thought. The temperature threshold（门槛，极限） for melting the ice sheet completely is in the range of 0.8 to 3.2 degrees Celsius(摄氏) of global warming, with a best estimate of 1.6 degrees above pre-industrial levels, shows a new study. Today, already 0.8 degrees of global warming has been observed. 

Significant melting of land ice could contribute to long-term sea-level rise of several meters and therefore it potentially affects the lives of many millions of people. The time it takes before most of the ice in Greenland is lost strongly depends on the level of warming. “The more we exceed (超过) the threshold, the faster it melts,” says Alexander Robinson, lead-author of the study now published in Nature Climate Change. In a business-as-usual scenario(方案) of greenhouse-gas emissions, in the long run humanity might be aiming at 8 degrees Celsius of global warming. This would result in one fifth of the ice sheet melting within 500 years and a complete loss in 2000 years, according to the study. “This is not what one would call a rapid collapse,” says Robinson. “However, compared to what has happened in our planet’s history, it is fast. And we might already be approaching the decisive threshold.”

In contrast, if global warming would be limited to 2 degrees Celsius, complete melting would happen on a timescale of 50.000 years. Still, even within this temperature range often considered a global guardrail(护栏), the Greenland ice sheet is not secure.

Under certain conditions the melting of the Greenland ice sheet becomes irreversible（不可逆的）. If the global temperature significantly passes over the threshold for a long time, the ice will continue melting and not regrow -- even if the climate would, after many thousand years, return to its pre-industrial state. This is related to feedbacks between the climate and the ice sheet: The ice sheet is over 3000 meters thick and thus raised into cooler altitudes. When it melts its surface comes down to lower altitudes with higher temperatures, which accelerates the melting. Also, the ice reflects a large part of solar radiation back into space. When the area covered by ice decreases, more radiation is absorbed and this adds to regional warming.

When we learn English, we are taught to greet someone with “How do you do?” But in the UK, the phrase “How do you do?” is in decline. As a result, Britons are increasingly unsure about how to greet each other, according to UK social anthropologist（人类学家）Kate Fox, reported The Independent newspaper.
Fox, writer of Watching the English: The Hidden Rules of English Behaviour, says the formal greeting has fallen into disuse in recent decades, leaving the shy English with no safe way of starting conversations with strangers.

Speaking recently at an annual conference, Fox said the phrase “How do you do?” is thought too formal among many Britons. She said: “I know people think that ‘how do you do’ is an old, boring, sort of upper classy-type thing to say.

“But we really should be mounting a campaign to bring it back into fashion because since ‘how do you do’ declined as a standard greeting we haven’t known what to say.

“There is a ‘nice to meet you’, but quite a lot of upper middle class people aren’t happy with that because the etiquette（礼节）books frown on it for very stupid reasons.”

Fox also said about the Britons: “We don’t know what to do with our hands; we don’t know whether to kiss once or twice. We don’t know how distant we should be.”

The rise of social media has encouraged many Britons to open up to strangers online. But Fox also pointed out electronic devices are ways for people to avoid face-to-face conversation and eye contact.
She told the audience about a foreign friend who believed the UK to be a nation of intellectuals after seeing so many people reading on public transport. Fox said: “Unfortunately I had to explain to her that this was not about being brainy, this was about contact avoidance.”

Fox added that Britons often resort to talking about the weather as a social icebreaker. “When you say, ‘oh gosh isn’t it cold’, you’re not asking for a weather report. It’s a way of saying ‘hello’, or ‘I’d like to talk to you’, without having to say anything quite so direct,” she explained.

Have you ever had a moment – you know what a character means and how to read it, but when you want to write it down, the character has slipped your minds? The problem is called “Chinese amnesia (健忘)”.
According to a survey done in 11 cities last year, among more than 500 respondents(被访者) each city, up to 92.1% said they sometimes forgot how to write certain characters, and 26.8% said this happened often, People’s Daily reported.
Many Chinese people are worried about their handwriting getting worse in the keyboard age.
Electronic devices enable people to input Chinese characters. The most popular way only asks people to type pinyin and it offers a menu of characters for users to choose from. Users don’t have to remember how to write these characters. Instead, they only need to recognize them. 

While making it easy for people to communicate digitally, “these input methods erode (侵蚀) people’s memory of certain characters, especially those that are more difficult to write or less commonly used. Chinese are falling out of the habit of writing with pen (or brush) and paper,” commented the BBC.
Such worries have brought about popular TV shows, including Chinese Spelling Hero and Chinese Character Dictation Competition, which focus on Chinese character writing among teenagers.
In April, the Ministry of Education called for better calligraphy (书法) education in schools. Organizations like the China Calligraphers Association are also working to train more teachers in calligraphy.
Meanwhile, promoting Chinese culture is another vital way to help deal with the problem, according to China Daily. “Character is essentially the carrier of Chinese civilization and culture,” Cheng Rong, a professor at the Chinese Academy of Social Sciences, told Xinhua. “By studying the formation and evolution of a Chinese character, one is offered a window into the evolution of Chinese culture and history.”

They say that good wine needs no bush, but a TV show means that people now know Li Jian is a fine wine indeed.

On the reality show I am a Singer 3, the 40-year-old singer and song writer has been praised for his Singing ability and, unexpectedly, for his sense of humor. On stage, Li sings quiet songs slowly and “rescues the program”, commented Cheng Zhenwei on People’s Daily Online.

“Writing songs is like collecting water in a cup. When the cup is full, the water comes out naturally, ” he told China Daily.

For nearly ten years, he did very few interviews or concerts. His low-key life may well have continued if Faye Wong hadn’t sung his song, Legend, at 2010’s CCTV Spring Festival Gala.

Li said the song brought him out of his “cave” and back into spotlight: concerts and reality shows have been endless, including this year’s I Am a Singer.

A long-term study has pointed to a link between breastfeeding and intelligence.The research in Brazil traced nearly 3,500 babies, from all walks of life, and found those who had been breastfed for longer went on to score higher on IQ tests as adults.

Dr Bernardo Lessa Horta, from the Federal University of Pelotas in Brazil, said his study offers a unique insight because in the population he studied, breastfeeding was evenly distributed across social class - not something just practiced by the rich and educated.

Most of the babies, irrespective of social class, were breastfed - some for less than a month and others for more than a year. Those who were breastfed for longer scored higher on measures of intelligence as adults. They were also more likely to earn a higher wage and to have completed more schooling.

Dr Horta believes breast milk may offer an advantage because it is a good source of long-chain saturated fatty acids which are essential for brain development. But experts say the study findings cannot confirm this and that much more research is needed to explore any possible link between breastfeeding and intelligence.

Kevin Fenton, Public Health England, said there was strong evidence that breastfeeding provides some health benefits for babies - reduced respiratory and gastrointestinal infections in infancy, for example.

He said: "PHE’s advice is that babies should be exclusively breastfed for six months. But they say mothers should still have a choice about whether or not to do it. We recognize however, that not all mothers choose, or are able, to breastfeed and infant formula is the only alternative to breast milk for babies under 12 months old."

Dr Colin Michie, chairman of the Royal College of Paediatrics and Child Health’s nutrition committee, said: "There have been many studies on the link between breastfeeding and IQ over the years with many having had their validity challenged.

"This study however, looks at a number of other factors including education achievement and income at age 30 which makes this study a very powerful one.

"It is important to note that breastfeeding is one of many factors that can contribute to a child’s outcomes, however this study emphases the need for continued and enhanced breastfeeding promotion so expectant mothers are aware of the benefits of breastfeeding."

If you’re trying to find out what to study in college, a new report suggests you would do well choosing a major in science, technology, engineering or math.

The report, based on Census and National Science Foundation data analyzed by the Georgetown University Center on Education and the Workforce, shows that professions that depend heavily on skills learned in these fields are the second-fastest growing occupational group in the United States, after health care.

While traditional fields like computer engineering and laboratory research make up about 5 percent of the work force, demand for science, technology, engineering and math skills is spreading far beyond, to occupations in manufacturing, transportation and mining, as well as to sales and management. As a result, the study argues that there is a shortage of so-called STEM workers.

With a shortage of people trained in such fields, many technology and scientific companies in the United States are forced to employ people from abroad, the study’s authors say.

According to the study, people with talent in science, technology, engineering or math don’t often major in such subjects during college in the first place. Of those graduating with such degrees, only 10 percent go into related fields such as engineering, physical science or architecture.

Compared with many other fields outside of these majors, STEM workers can earn higher wages. On average, 65 percent of those who hold a bachelor’s degree in such fields will earn more than those who hold master’s degrees in other subjects. Among those with associate’s degrees in the science and technical fields, 63 percent earn more than those who hold bachelor’s degrees in other subjects.

“I’m used to thinking of liberal arts as the foundational degree that gives you lots of choices in a career,” Mr. Carnevale said. Increasingly, he said, science, technology, engineering and math are important to a wide-ranging career. “You get a bigger bump going in, and almost at every stage you have other choices,” he said.

But don’t count philosophy or literature out, either. Mr. Carnevale said that in surveys of employers, one of the biggest complaints about technical workers is that they “can’t talk and can’t write a memo and have horrible interpersonal skills.” So maybe the best course of study is a double major.

The life of Chinese people is also becoming better and better, resulting in more and more people wanting to go abroad to broaden their horizons. However, it is really shameful to know that people from our country have done such disgraced things in Thailand, making the officials of the temple build new toilets for all the tourists and locals but not Chinese. 

The reasons for those uncivilized behavior of our people are varied. Firstly, it may be because of the cultural differences that Chinese people seem to behave improperly in foreign countries. For example, Chinese people will speak loudly while eating or walking; while western people will try not to disturb others. Secondly, Chinese people lack confidence in themselves and view some behaviors as uncivilized, while they may think it natural if the same deeds are done by a foreigner.

Since there is an increasing concern over this issue, some measures should be taken to solve this problem. To begin with, the government should enforce the education of civilized travelling, making people know that they should do in Rome as Rome does. Secondly, people should collect some information about the custom in the countries they are going to travle, so that they can avoid some unnecessary mistakes or misunderstandings.
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
